You may purchase these, however we do not
recommend their use at Kamp due to the Kamp’s
terrain. Also, you must remove the wheels before
the trunk can be loaded onto the bus, as wheels
make packing the bus difficult. In addition to the
required trunk, you can pack a small duffle not
to exceed 46" total dimensions (L+W+H) — also
available from TrunkOutlet.
